and 40% externally set assignment:

Coursework

▪ You will learn a wide range of new techniques, develop 

creative ideas, analyse others’ art pieces and make 

2D/3D artworks in Fine Art

Externally Set Assignment

▪ You will be given a topic and have ten weeks to 

develop ideas for an artwork. You will then have two 

days under exam conditions to make the final art piece.
