Subject Information:

Our exam board is Pearson BTEC.
The course is 60% internally assessed and 40% externally assessed.
The course is graded from a level 1 Pass up to alevel 2 Distinction*

Module structure

The course is split into a range of internally assessed units and one externally assessed unit.

Year 10 - You will study two units; Exploring the Performing Arts and Developing Skills and Techniques
in the Performing Arts. The internal units are assessed through your practical work and portfolio of
knowledge for each unit, the main focus of these units is to gain a broad range of practical
experience and training within Performing Arts. These units are then marked by your class tutor and
verified by the exam board.

Year 11 — After completing your internal units in year 10 you will then work on your externally assessed
unit which is called Responding to a Brief. The external unit is split between practical work and
logs/evaluations which are completed under controlled conditions. This work is then marked
externally by the exam board.
